Shropshire Hills Visits 2017-18
All school staff & helpers must read this before their visit.

· Teachers and helpers must be allocated to a student group and be responsible for them all day (including any free time in shop, toilets or tea room & in particular lunch-time).

· The school organiser must provide each teacher and helper with their own group list.

· Clothing must be suitable for all potential weathers.  River study will mean working in the stream so wellies, old trainers or waterproof shoes are required even for staff.

· Remind students that sun screen and hats are also advised for outdoor work.

· At all times school staff are responsible for student behaviour and first aid. Students must respect the general public, National Trust staff and residents.

· Please lead by example with learning skills; use mobiles only for emergency and to contact the school’s First Aider; no smoking. When walking do not group with other adults at the rear. One backmarker only. 

· The School Organiser is required to develop their own risk assessments and follow LEA/School guidelines for outdoor visits.

· Advise students to “leave the countryside as you find it”. Staff are responsible for leaving their student lunch area clear.

· Please do not work or allow students in the vicinity of private residences above (up to the ford) and below (down to the car park) the tea room.
